The Beaches International Jazz Festival ‘Youth Initiatives Program’ is engaging youth (14-28) in Jazz 

music appreciation, education, performance and collaboration. The Initiative includes various year-

round activities such as jam sessions, workshops/ master classes and enhanced performance 

opportunities. This program is made possible by the Ontario Trillium Foundation.  
 
The Youth Initiatives Program would like to work with you to enhance your Jazz music 

activities. We can do this by assisting as a resource for jazz music clinicians, workshops and 

events and by financially supporting these efforts.
